SATEUR.PNG – Europe Satellite – Updated at 0:15, 3:15, 6:15, 9:15, 12:15, 15:15, 18:15, and 21:15
HIGHEUR.PNG – Europe High Temperatures Today – Updated at 6:15 and 18:15

LOWEUR.PNG – Europe Low Temperatures Today – Updated at 6:15 and 18:15
§ The update time given is the time that the job releases to create the data.  There will be a delay between the release time and the time (approximately a few minutes) that the data is available for download on the server.  The files are protected against file contention, the data is copied over to the client directory after production, thus eliminating partial file download.  The times listed above are in Greenwich Mean Time (GMT time or UTC time or “Z” Zulu time).


The format of the XML files is detailed below.

Icon is the depicted weather condition for the day.  It refers to the icon number.  It is a member of the day object.   Appropriate forecast can also be determined from the icon in section 4.2 or by using the phrase. Can be used to translate to another language.

Low is the forecasted low temperature.  It is a member of the day object.

<!ATTLIST low unit CDATA #REQUIRED>

Unit of measure for the forecasted low temperature.  The temperature is provided in Celsius.

Name is the day of the week name.  It is a member of the day object. First day of the forecast is the current local date when created.

Forecast phrase.

Section 2:
FTP

AccuWeather maintains an FTP server at FTP.ACCUWEATHER.COM for the storage of client data.

As part of the initial Setup procedure, you were given a Username and Password with which to access our FTP server. The username gives you access to a single directory on our server--your home directory—where the products are placed for your retrieval at the times indicated by the

Setup programmer. You can either manually pick up the files, or use a scripting or programming language to automate the pick up. This automation is done on the client end, and AccuWeather can neither provide the software to do so, or give advice on how to do so as methods vary depending on operating system, etc., and such advice is out of our area of expertise.

To access this directory, you will need the ability to FTP, which includes a connection to the Internet. AccuWeather does not provide this connection, or the software to perform FTPs.

(Note: AccuWeather can FTP the files to a server of the client's choice on an automated basis. This option can be arranged through the client's salesperson.)
